e Canada Homestay Network provides
custodianship for homestay students under
the age of 18
e Canada Homestay Network has a designated
Homestay Coordinator for the SCDSB
 The Homestay Coordinator is available 24
hours a day, seven days a week and works
closely with the SCDSB International Student
Program office
e Host families undergo a full screening
process, including: in-home interview,
police screening and reference checks
